JOB DESCRIPTION 

You will be employed by Bradog Regional Youth Service as a Youth Justice Worker responsible and reporting on a day to day basis to the Co ordinator of the MOST Project with overall reporting to the Line Manager in carrying out the following duties:

1. Identify, engage and work directly with project participants selected from the primary and secondary project target group primarily towards meeting the objectives of European Social Fund Programme Sub Measures 1 & 2
2. Building positive relationships with young people.
3. Planning, developing, delivering and evaluating educational responses to issues such as drug abuse/misuse, youth homelessness, racism, bullying, inequality, early school leaving, health education etc

4. Promotion of healthy lifestyles and life skills;

5. Ensuring a youth work approach, adopting youth work methodologies to include developmental programmes, structured group work and one to one support

6. To assist participants to develop an individual set of goals for their time with the project
7. Attend the project and referral assessment committee meetings, team meetings or any other meetings deemed necessary.
8. Ensure that the confidentiality of personal information is maintained.
9. Liaise and work with personnel in schools, agencies and other organisations that work with our target groups, as directed by the Co ordinator/Line Manager.
10. Refer young people to other services or agencies, as agreed by the Co ordinator/Line Manager.
11. Engage in Outreach work as required.
12. Keep project records and provide updates and reports as requested.
13. Participate in the ongoing monitoring and evaluation of the project.
14. Take part in ongoing approved training for developing the Project; and

15. Carry out any other duties deemed necessary, from time to time, by the Co ordinator/Line Manager.
16. Carry out all lawful instructions of the Management Committee.
The Youth Justice Worker will operate out of a base in 34 Dominick Place, Dublin 1, under the day to day supervision of the Co ordinator of the MOST Project.  You will work 35 hours per week, times will vary from week to week, in accordance with the programme of activities.  Regular evening work will be required; there will also be occasional weekend work and residentials.
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
