Youth Justice Worker

The position is co-funded by the European Social Fund 2007 – 2013 through the Irish Youth Justice Service, Department of Justice and Equality in conjunction with An Garda Síochána.

The aim of the Garda Youth Diversion Project is to meet the needs of unattached and at risk young people aged 12-18 years who are involved in criminal or anti social behaviour.  Its purpose is to engage young people who have offended in a process of learning and development that will enable them to examine their own offending and to make positive lifestyle choices that will protect them from involvement in criminal, harmful or socially unacceptable behaviour.

The Youth Justice Worker will work under the day to day Management of the Youth Justice Co ordinator and under Line Management from Bradog Regional Youth Service.  The Youth Justice Worker is in the Garda Youth Diversion Project to deliver programmes in the context of:

· improving young people's participation in sustainable employment

· supporting participants to identify pathways towards employment including second chance education and training

· combating discrimination in accessing and progressing in the labour market and promoting acceptance of diversity in the workplace

Suitable candidates must have

· A minimum of one year’s experience of Youth or Community work in a professional capacity.

· Worked previously with young people that experience issue’s such as drug abuse/misuse, youth homelessness, racism, inequality, early school leaving, behavioural issues etc

· Have excellent interpersonal and communication skills 

· Have a clear understanding of Youth Work practice and ethos.

· Have competency in training, group work and organisational skills.

· Third level qualification in a relevant field is desirable but not essential.

· Be willing to work unsocial hours and a time off in lieu system.

· Have full clean driving license and own transport.

· Operate under the operating guidelines of the IYJS, ESF and the Youth Service
